The Board agreed to present the following rule change (under signage/fencing) for public comment and approval at the next meeting:
No invisible fencing will be allowed on town home or carriage home property or in any front yard. A small 4” x  4” sign will be allowed to be displayed by those homes with invisible fencing.

Any home with an existing invisible fence MUST register with management by October 31, 2009 in order to be grandfathered in.
