Public Comment

Three homeowners addressed the Board regarding the Beekman Trail and where it would be located. There were concerns that the trail would be too close to the homes and there would be no “screening” between the trail and the homes.

A Carriage Crossing homeowner addressed the Board regarding a problem with the roadway.  It has sunk along one side and it’s badly cracked.  Additionally there are large ruts where the garbage truck has driven off the road. The Board will be looking at the problem.

Approval of Minutes

· February 24, 2009 minutes were approved with no changes.
President’s Report

· Frank Marchese reported that Dutchess County Water and Wastewater (DCWWA) is repairing a clarifier at the plant.  Frank questioned the funding for this project.  The repair would be approximately $100,000 versus replacement of $300,000.  The funds will come from money that they have set aside in their operations and maintenance budget and not from a special assessment.

· Frank also discussed that there are 17 ½ acres on Route 55 that plans are being drawn up to develop.  They are tentatively planning a bank, store and 108 one-bedroom apartments.  The area backs up to Van Scoy Road.  As there has been some discussion and rumors, Frank wanted to let everyone know that currently it is in the planning stage and it has not even gotten to the planning board yet.  We will keep everyone updated as this progresses.

Website Development

· Bill Barbour presented the Board with a draft version of the website he has been working on for Dalton Farm.  The Board was very happy with the site and it’s design and really appreciates all of the work that Bill has done.  The only item we need to address is a hosting company. 

· Frank made a motion to approve a one-year agreement with GoDaddy for $56.88 to be the hosting company for our new website, Charles seconded, all were in favor.

Financial Information – The financials ending February 28, 2009 were approved.

Committee Reports

· Grounds Committee- Discussion regarding the ongoing work being done by Red Cedar.  They have begun trimming in many common areas.  Joanne also noted that Villegas Landscaping has done an outstanding job helping her out after she had a major problem that required her lawn to be dug up.
· Pool Committee – The Board reviewed the contract with Vortek Security for the pool.
· Roosevelt House Committee- The new windows are currently being installed in the upstairs of the clubhouse and everything is going well.  There was discussion regarding the replacement of the slate walkway in front of the house.  John M. made a motion to go with regular concrete, seconded by John T. 7 were in favor, one voted no and one abstained.

· Social Committee- Calendar is attached to minutes.  Flyer regarding the tag sale on May 16, 2009 will be included in monthly mailing.  If you plan on attending the July 4th event, please bring a salad or a dessert.
· Finance Committee – The Board discussed the upcoming budget.  With the economy the way it is, the Board would like to have a carry-over budget with no new expenses added.  The only increases will be in contractual increases.  Spinnaker will provide the budget at the next meeting.
