Meeting called to order by President Frank Marchese at 6:35 pm

Public Comment

A homeowner addressed the Board regarding the fact that there would not be lifeguards at the pool this year.  She felt that we should have lifeguards.

A homeowner addressed the Board regarding oil prices.  His neighbor is paying less than he is.  It was explained that each homeowner signed a different agreement with Bottini and the neighbor did not lock in but chose the 40 cents over terminal option.

Approval of Minutes

· January 27, 2009 minutes were approved with one change: an actual vote regarding the security company contract was not taken.  The Board is awaiting the actual contract.  
President’s Report

· Frank Marchese reported that several homeowners, including himself, received a letter from a company called New York Record Retrieval, Inc.  They stated that homeowners should have a “certified deed” on their property.  Frank called the County Clerk, Brad Kendall, who informed Frank that it is not necessary to have a certified deed but if a homeowner wanted one, for whatever reason, they can be requested from the County for $3 (three dollars), substantially less than the $59.50 stated in the letter.

Financial Information – The financials ending January 31, 2009 were approved.

Committee Reports

· Grounds Committee- Discussion regarding the revised proposal from Red Cedar for the common area tree/shrub trimming took place.  The Board will discuss this again in executive session, among other items, concerning funding of the project.  Letters were sent to individual homeowners to advise them if they have any trees that need to be trimmed and also what the charge from Red Cedar would be to do the work.  
· Pool Committee – Spinnaker will have a complete contract from Vortek for the next meeting.  Board discussed the proposal for a new pool heater.  The Board will discuss this again in executive session, among other items, concerning funding of the project.  A letter was received from a homeowner regarding the hiring of a security company vs. our own staff; Spinnaker will send them a response.

· Roosevelt House Committee- The Committee is looking into the cost of having doors put on the fireplace and will bring a proposal to the Board once it is obtained.  Spinnaker will assist the committee in obtaining proposals to replace the slate walkway with stamped concrete.

· Social Committee- Calendar is attached to minutes.
· Finance Committee – Frank asked that all committee chairs start thinking about their budgetary requests for next years budget.
ARB Submissions – No ARB submissions this month

The Board entered into Executive Session at 8:35 pm. to discuss legal/personal issues.

The Board reconvened at 9:15 pm.

A motion was made by Tom and seconded by George to approve the re-furbishing of the Roosevelt Stone Gazebo as an Eagle Scout project at the cost of $3,000, which is for materials only.  It will include a new slate-look roof.  Work in scheduled to begin in April and be completed some time in May, all were in favor.

A Motion was made by Frank and seconded by Dennis to approve the purchase of a new pool heater for $5,300, all were in favor.

A motion was made by Will and seconded by Dennis to approve the contract with Red Cedar for approximately $16,000, all were in favor.

A motion was made by Will and seconded by Frank to approve a two year contract extension with Villegas Landscaping for 2009/2010 with no increase this year and a 3% increase in 2010.  Several items were added to the contract by the grounds committee and a written extension, including these items will be signed.  All were in favor.
