Financial Information

Discussion concerning the cost of the pool for this year was discussed.  New pool committee will report on this. Question as to why the $20,000 cost of insurance last year had to be financed. Tina will explain at the next meeting.
Committee Reports
· Grounds Committee – Mr. Cox is in discussions with Villegas Landscaping to arrive at objectives for next year. Several proposals from Villegas have been received. Maintenance for the pond area behind Mt. Pleasant Drive will be performed by Villegas at a cost of $2,500 from the reserve fund.  
· Roosevelt House Committee – No report. 
· Social Committee – Mr. Meade reminded all of the Tour de Dalton on May 29. Tickets for the Westchester Dinner Theater show are almost sold out.  
· Finance Committee – No report. 
· A reminder that noodles for the pool will be supplied and that no personal noodles will be allowed. Mr. Gati suggested new signs for the pool area: “Children under the age of 16 should not use the pool without a parent or adult who is responsible for their safety and behavior.” 
New Business
· Tom Cordy announced his resignation from the Board as he will soon be moving from the area. 

· A power washer will be rented to clean the areas that are in need of being power washed.  
· Two sections of chain link fence in back of the pool will be replaced by a double gate.
· The speed bump near 3 Bush Creek Lane will be removed and a new one will be installed further up the street. 
· A committee has been formed to investigate methods to raise capital.  They will report at the next meeting.
· There will soon be a new format for the monthly newsletter.  It will be more informative and will contain advertising.
Annual Meeting

The annual meeting will be held in the Beekman Recreation Center on June 10.  The same format as last year will be followed. Social Hour will begin at 6:30pm with light refreshments and the meeting will start at 7:30pm.
